2010 GB Training Weekends and Additional Training Session Information 
National Training Weekends (Worcester and Stoke Mandeville)

BDFA National Camps are open to all BDFA members and at this current point in time there is no official ‘GB Squad’. However, camp attendance has been rising over the last year. As training numbers increase, then it may be necessary to segregate the squad at times based on Performance levels in order to make the most out of the training weekend. At times when the squad is segregated, coaching cover will be increased to ensure the sessions run well. It is anticipated that as training weekend numbers continue to rise, a GB squad will be established and there will be a selection criteria for fencers to be part of the official squad
Nottingham Training Days
These are small group sessions that take place on an invitation only basis for BDFA ‘prioritised’ fencers who demonstrate high Paralympic potential and are committed to high level training programmes (10+ training hours per week). Fencers may also be invited to these sessions as sparring partners
Durham Training Camps

These are on an invitation only basis and are primarily used to prepare fencers who have been selected for major international events
ParalympicsGB Paralympic Potentials Camp

ParalympicsGB define the selection criteria for these camps but essentially they are for high potential fencers with limited international experience ‘targeted at new(er) athletes and staff to provide an opportunity to experience the uniqueness of the multi sport environment as well as to ‘get to know’ more about ParalympicsGB, its performance expectations and its staff’

International Training Camps

International camps will be funded for a small number of fencers on a selection basis (ie Selection committee decision). There may be the opportunity for other fencers to self-fund themselves to these events
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
